Group Dynamics: Puzzle
OBJECTIVE: To encourage participants to reflect upon the need for cooperation; that is, sharing is very good for everyone. 

MATERIAL: envelopes with puzzles. It can be a single figure photocopied according to the number of students and also cut equally by the spiritist teacher. 
PROCEDURE: 
Give an envelope to each child. Get the envelopes ready before class so that only a single envelope is completed (containing all the parts). In the other envelopes, the pieces should be shuffled, mixed and always making sure there is a piece missing, which will be with another colleague. 
Distribute the envelopes at random, asking "Do not open these yet! The effectiveness of this exercise will depend on you. If any of you is familiar with this activity, please do not reveal to the rest of the group... let your colleagues discovere it." 
The spiritist teacher can use people who perhaps know the dynamic to do the observers’ role. 
Proceed to the instructions: "You need to follow the following rules; besides that, everything else is ok." 

Rule 01: "Everyone should assemble their puzzle in 10 minutes." 

Rule 02: "You can’t tear, bend, dent, break or scratch any parts or the envelope." 

                                                                                                                                                  Rule 03: "The dynamic will be completed when everyone finishes to assemble the puzzles." 
                                                                                                                                               If the children don’t realize they have to exchange pieces of the puzzle to be able to complete it, the spiritist teacher may say "after some time: "The solution to our problems is not always in our hands! " 

Those who fail to assemble their puzzles might be intrigued because only one child completed the task so soon (the child whose parts were not exchanged). 

Some might argue that the dynamic wasn’t right, because the spiritist teacher favored a child, giving him/her the envelope with all the pieces of the puzzle. The teacher must then say that "you must have misunderstood. You were not asked to win as this is not a competition. I said the task would be completed when eveyone completes their puzzles." 
(If they misunderstood they can exchange parts of the puzzles, the spiritist teacher may also remind them: "None of them thought of mutual help, nor thought to assist others to achieve the goal completion. It didn’t occur to them that the solution to our problems is not always in our hands! Therefore, " to share" is to participate in activities that benefit others and ourselves.
