Power Point Presentation
1st Slide - Fecundation or conception: is the fusion of gametes to produce a new organism.  When the sperm reaches the egg, fertilisation begins.  This is planned previously, in accordance with the necessary characteristics for the new baby’s physical body.

 2nd and 3rd Slides - 4th week: the baby is now called an embryo. By the end of the fourth week of pregnancy the umbilical cord, with three distinct blood vessels, will be visible. The baby begins to grow as the spinal cord begins to develop in the early, open neural tube. Tiny buds are visible that will become the arms and legs later and most of the major organs are beginning to form. Even the head is visible and the lobes of the brain have formed. 

Already your baby has a tiny, beating heart. While it likely only has two main chambers, this vital organ has already begun working. 

4th Slide - Image displayed on the bottom left hand corner  - Between week 5 and 8 (second month of pregnancy): During this time, your baby's skeleton is also starting to form. The baby already has fingers, knees and elbows. On the 7th week a new phase begins, as you can see his little nose. On week 8 the baby already has ears and fingers.

 4th Slide – Top left hand image - 9th – 10th weeks: the baby already moves, but the mother can’t feel him/her yet.  As the baby adds weight and gains in size, he is beginning to use more of the systems being laid down through the embryonic stage. Already organs are starting to function in a similar way to what they will do after he is born. He is around 3cm large and is now called a fetus.

 5th Slide – 14th -16th weeks: The baby is now the size of a man's fist and has a crown-to-rump length of 3 1/2 to 4 inches. He will also weigh about 1 ounce, and even at such a small weight and size, looks very recognizable. His neck is growing longer, and his chin is becoming more pronounced. Depending on the location of the placenta, levels of amniotic fluid, and position of the baby the intensity of his movements will vary. You can now find out if it’s a boy or a girl. He is aware of, and will respond to, loud noises outside of the womb. Observable changes in the heartbeat can even be detected by Doppler or ultrasound, as the baby responds to noisy stimuli.
6th Slide: The tiny hand of 21-week-old fetus Samuel Alexander Armas emerges from the mother's uterus to grasp the finger of Dr. Joseph Bruner as if thanking the doctor for the gift of life. This was the surgical team's 54th operation on a fetus still in the uterus. During the operation, Dr. Joseph Bruner successfully alleviated the effects of the opening in Samuel's spine caused by the spina bifida. This picture shows his fight for life!
7th Slide: The same child is now playing happily with his parents.
