John, the Baptist, is know as “The Precursor” because he came to the world to anounce Jesus’ coming. He also came to prepare the hearts and minds of  individuals to receive Jesus’ teachings.  He was Jesus’ Cousin.  John was six months older than Jesus; son of Zacharias and Elisabeth. He became a Prophet in Judea, eating lusts and wild honey. John himself wore camel's hair, and a leather girdle about his loins.
He preached in the desert the coming of the promissed Messiah and encouraged the people to regret their mistakes and convert themselves to a new life, which would start a new life. This would be done through a ritual of  immersion in the Jordan River, which became known as Baptism. It was with John’s baptism and with the recognition that Jesus was the promissed Messiah that the Master started his public life, which lasted three years until his crucification.  John the Baptist was arrested by Herod Antipas, king of Galilee because he condemned the king for getting married to Herodias his sister-in-law. The king decided to decapitate him to please his stepdaughter called Salome.
